· Holly has been with the YMCA for 15 years. Jamie has been with the YMCA for 17 years.
· YMCA founded in London, England.  YMCA created Basketball in Springfield, Massachusetts. They also invited Volleyball and Racquetball.
· YMCA Triangle- spirit, mind and body.
· YMCA Mission- To put Christian principles into practice through programs that build a healthy spirit, mind and body for all.
· $350,000 raised to serve the community by both locations. For programming.
· Two new programs- Learn to Swim (2nd graders) and GRACE Swim Lessons. 185 kids have learned this year with Learn to Swim. GRACE Swim Lessons- for Autistic children. 20 kids in their first session.
